The Patriots and Ravens
have squared off four times in
the regular season since the
Baltimore franchise was
founded following the Cleveland
Browns’ move to Baltimore in
1996. New England owns a
perfect 4-0 record over
Baltimore. The teams last met
in week 13 of the 2007 season
with the Patriots overcoming a
24-17 fourth-quarter deficit to
keep their perfect regular
season alive and improve to 12-0.
The Ravens'’ first trip to Gillette Stadium came on Nov. 28, 2004
with the Patriots claiming a 24-3 victory. Baltimor e’s first visit to
Foxborough came in the final
game of the 1999 regular
season, a 20-3 New England
win. The first meeting between
the teams came during the
Ravens’ first season in
Baltimore, when the Patriots
prevailed 46-38 on Oct. 6,

The Patriots rebounded from a 24-17 fourth-quarter d eficit to
improve to 12-0 with a victory over the Baltimore R avens on
Monday Night Football. The game was tied at 10 at halftime and
was tied at 17 entering the final quarter. Baltimore took a 24-17
lead following a 1-yard touchdown catch by Daniel Wilcox with
14:25 left in the game. The Patriots were forced to punt on their
next possession, but the New England defense came upwith a
key turnover on a James Sanders interception at the 1-yard line
to give the Patriots possession. A 42-yard return by Sanders set
up a 5-play, 47-yard drive that ended in a 38-yard field goal that
cut the lead to 24-20 with 8:41 left. The Patriots defense forced
a three-and-out, but New England’s offense was subsequently
forced to punt the ball back to Baltimore. New Engl and’s defense
forced yet another three-and-out, setting up a 13-p lay, 68-yard
drive that ended in a 27-24 Patriots lead on an 8-yard scoring
pass from Tom Brady to Jabar Gaffney with 44 secondsleft. On
the final play of the game, Baltimore completed a Hail Mary
pass, but Eric Alexander brought down Baltimore’s Mark Clayton
at the Patriots’ 3-yard line as time expired to pre serve New
England’s comeback win. It was one of Brady’'s four fourth

guarter comebacks in 2007.
From 1970-83, the Patriots faced the Baltimore Colts 27 times,
recording a 12-15 record in those games. The Colts moved to
Indianapolis prior to the 1984 season and Baltimore was without
an NFL team until the Cleveland Browns moved to Batimore and
became the Ravens in 1996. Prior to the move, the Patriots were
4-11 against the Browns, including a 2-4 record against
Cleveland while Bill Belichick was the Browns’ headcoach from
1991-95.

October 2, 1994: The Patriots score a thrilling 17-16 victory
over the Green Bay Packers at Foxboro Stadium in tre first home
victory under Robert Kraft's ownership. Matt Bahr sealed the win
by converting a do-or-die 33-yard field goal with f our seconds
left in the game.

October 6, 1996: The Patriots score the most points by a New
England team since 1984 and gain a 46-38 shootout win over
the Baltimore Ravens at Memorial Stadium.

October 4, 1998: Adam Vinatieri nails a 27-yard field goal with
three seconds left in the game to give the Patriots a 30-27 win
over the New Orleans Saints at the Louisiana Superdme.

October 8, 2000: The Patriots defeat the Indianapolis Colts 24-
16 at Foxboro Stadium to record Bill Belichick’s first home victory
as New England’s head coach.

October 5, 2003:  The Patriots defeat the Tennessee Titans 38-

The New England Patriots offense hit from every angle, and
the New England defense held the high-powered Atlanta Falcons
to just 10 points in a 26-10 victory in a steady rain in
Foxborough. New England improved to 16 straight wins over
NFC opponents.

Quarterback Tom Brady threw for 277 yards, WR Randy Moss
caught ten passes for 116 yards, and RB Fred Taylorgained 105
yards rushing. New England had 28 first downs, gained 445
yards in total offense and possessed the ball for 39:49 to
improve to 2-1.

PK Stephen Gostkowski connected on four field goas,
including three on drives inside the red zone. Taylor scored on
an eight-yard run in the second quarter, and Brady b ecame the
27" player to pass for 200 touchdowns on a 36-yard score to TE
Chris Baker in the fourth quarter.

After playing a competitive game for the first half , New
England took control and dominated the rest of the w ay. Atlanta
scored on two of its first three drives of the game , but possessed
the ball for just over six minutes in the second ha If and gained
only 78 yards of total offense against a stingy Patriots’ defense.
New England held RB Michael Turner to 56 yards, TE Tony
Gonzales to only one catch, and QB Matt Ryan to jug 17
completions and no touchdowns.

Both teams opened with long drives that ended in f ield goals.
Atlanta opened the game with a drive that lasted 5: 39, while
New England answered with a drive that lasted 8:39.

The Patriots took the lead in the second quarter after taking
advantage of a shanked 29-yard punt that allowed a drive to
begin at midfield. Taylor gained 41 yards, including a 19-yard
run and an eight-yard touchdown run to cap a New England
scoring drive that put them in front, 10-3. Atlanta tied the game
at 10-10 on the next series by converting a fourth- and-three
from the 34-yard line on their way to a two-yard to uchdown run
by Turner. After stopping the Patriots on the next set of downs,
Atlanta drove to the New England 31-yard line before S Brandon
McGowan forced a fumble on a hard hit to Turner that was
recovered by S James Sanders. New England respondedby
executing a 12-play, 58-yard drive that ended in a 33-yard field
goal for a 13-10 halftime advantage.

After adding a field goal for a 16-10 lead with the ir opening
drive of the second half, head coach Bill Belichick called two
fourth-down plays on a series that ended in another field goal
early in the fourth quarter. Faced with a fourth-an d-one from
their own 24-yard line, RB Sammy Morris converted with a two-
yard run up the middle. Later on the same drive the Patriots
were faced with a fourth-and-three from the Atlanta 37-yard
line. Brady completed a deep pass to Moss for a 21-yard gain to
keep the drive alive. The conversions allowed New Ergland to
stretch a drive that went 16 plays, 70 yards and ch ewed up
seven minutes off the play clock.

QB Tom Brady became the 27th player in NFL history o reach
200 touchdowns with his 36-yard touchdown pass to TE Chris
Baker in the fourth quarter. Brady reached the mile stone in a
short period of time.

BRADY GOOD WITH THE LEAD

Tom Brady improved his career regular-season record to 69-3
when leading at halftime and 72-1 when leading after three
quarters. New England held a 13-10 lead at halftime and a 19-10
lead heading into the fourth quarter.

TAYLOR PASSES RIGGINS

Fred Taylor's 19-yard run in the second quarter moved him past
Hall of Fame RB John Riggins (11,352) into 15th place on the
NFL's all-time rushing list. Taylor's run was also the longest of
the season for the Patriots. Taylor has 11,447 career rushing
yards.

TAYLOR REGISTERS 49 ™ CAREER 100-YD GAME
Fred Taylor finished with 105 rushing yards on 21 carries,
recording his 49th career 100-yard rushing game and first as a
Patriot. Taylor's 49 career 100-yard rushing games rank ninth in
NFL history and second among active players. The ory active
player with more 100-yard games than Taylor is Seattle’s
Edgerrin James with 57.

DOMINATING DEFENSE

The New England defense entered the Atlanta game ranked
fourth in the NFL in total defense. The Patriots defense has not
allowed more than 19 points in a game so far in 2009, limiting
Buffalo to 17 offensive points, the New York Jets to 19 points
and Atlanta to 10 points.The Patriots have allowed a total of 50
points through three games in 2009, an average of 1 6.7 points
per game. The total of 50 points allowed is the Patriots’ third
fewest through three games in their 10 seasons being coached
by Bill Belichick. Since Belichick arrived in 2000,the only times
the Patriots allowed fewer than 50 points through the season’s
first three games were in 2007 (35) and 2001 (46).

MOSS OFF TO BEST START

Randy Moss has 26 receptions through three games sofar this
season, recording more catches through three games than in
any other season in his career. Moss'’s previous bestcatch total
through a season’s first three games was 22 catchesin the 2007
season. Moss's 21-yard catch on fourth-and-three in the third
quarter of the Atlanta game was his 23rd of the sea son. Moss
finished the day with 10 receptions for 116 yards, recording his
second 100-yard receiving game of the season and the 61st of
his career. Moss ranks second in NFL history in tha category
(Jerry Rice, 76). Moss now has 15 100-yard receiving games as
a member of the Patriots, and the Patriots are 15-0 when Moss
has a 100-yard receiving game. Moss had 10 catches vs.
Atlanta, marking his 10th game with 10 or more catc hes in his
173-game career. The 10-catch performance was Mosss second
of the 2009 season — he tied his career high with 12 catches in
the season opening win

Since Robert Kraft purchased
the team in 1994, the Patriots
have experienced one of the
most dramatic turnarounds in
the history of sports. In 15
seasons of ownership, Kraft has
transformed one of the league’s
least successful clubs into what
many observers view as a
model NFL franchise. In the five
seasons immediately preceding his purchase (1989-93, the
Patriots were a moribund team, winning just 19 of 8 0 games
(-311 pct.) and recording the worst record in the N FL over that
span. When he bought the franchise on Jan. 21, 1994, Kraft
announced his intention to bring a championship to New
England, a tall order considering the team’s previous success
rate. But under Kraft's leadership, the Patriots have won eight
division titles, five conference crowns and three Super Bowl
championships. The Patriots have made five Super Bavl
appearances since Kraft purchased the team, a period during
which no other NFL franchise has earned more than three
berths.

In the early 1990s, the Patriots seemed destined for relocation
until Robert Kraft's purchase of the team rejuvenated local
interest. In 1991, the season ticket base was just 17,635, barely
enough to support the club. Now, the season-ticket base stands
at a capped total of 61,759 and more than 50,000 fa ns are on a
waiting list. The Patriots have sold out 163 consecutive home
games (dating back to the 1994 regular-season opener).

Bill Belichick is the only head coach in NFL histoy to win three
Super Bowl titles in a four-year span. Belichick spent 20 years as
an assistant coach in the NFL and this is his 18" season as a
head coach. According to the Elias Sports Bureau heis the only
man in NFL history to serve 20 or more seasons as an assistant
coach and at least 15 seasons as a head coach. Overa 100-
game span from 2003-08, Belichick directed the team to an 82-
18 record, marking the best 100-game span for any t eam in NFL
history. In the 2007 season, Belichick led the Patriots to the
fourth undefeated and untied regular season in the NFL's 88-
year history and the first since the NFL established a 16-game
schedule in 1978. He has led the Patriots to the Super Bowl four
times in the last eight seasons and has produced six division
championships in the last eight seasons, including five straight
from 2003-07. Belichick’s Patriots teams own the all-time NFL
records for consecutive total victories (21 from 2003-04),
consecutive regular-season victories (21 from 2006-08) and
consecutive playoff victories (10 from 2001-05). Belichick owns
the second best postseason record in NFL history (15-4) and is
the winningest NFL head coach since 2001 (113-35). From 2003-
04, he directed the Patriots to back-to-back Super Bowl titles
while posting consecutive 17-win campaigns. Belichck has spent
more seasons in the league than any other current NFL head
coach, and in that time has been a part of five Super Bowl
championship teams. His overall record of 118 -46 with the
Patriots gives him the most victories and the best winning
percentage of any head coach in franchise history.

The Patriots have won 10 or more games seven times in the last
eight seasons and have won 11 or more games six times in the
last eight seasons.

GUYTON HAS THE WORK ETHIC

Gary Guyton was not drafted into the NFL, but throu gh a solid
work ethic was able to make the 53-man roster and earn a
starting job in his second year. Taking a peak into his work
history shows his work ethic goes beyond the football field. At
the end of the season last year,
Guyton went back to Georgia tech and
worked as an office assistant at the
school’s research institute.

“I was an office assistant, right
there at the desk,” said Guyton, who
worked for a small wage at Georgia
Tech Research Institute. “Just a
regular office assistant. Tech is my
school, and | enjoyed it.”

“He’'s smart, well prepared,” Bill Belichick said. “He
understands. He's got a real good understanding of football. Not
just his role but where other people have to be. That's wh at you
really want in a defensive signal-caller, someone that
understands how it all works.”

“It's been a long road,” Guyton said. “l have come fa r. I've
achieved some things here. I'm happy. I'm enjoying it. But |
don't look back as much, just always forward.”

DOMINATING DEFENSE

The New England defense entered the Atlanta game ranked
fourth in the NFL in total defense. The Patriots defense has not
allowed more than 19 points in a game so far in 200 9, limiting
Buffalo to 17 offensive points, the New York Jets to 19 points
and Atlanta to 10 points.

DEFENSE STARTS STRONG

The Patriots have allowed a total of 50 points thro ugh three
games in 2009, an average of 16.7 points per game. The total of
50 points allowed is the Patriots’ third fewest thro ugh three
games in their 10 seasons being coached by Bill Beichick. Since
Belichick arrived in 2000, the only times the Patriots allowed
fewer than 50 points through the season'’s first thr ee games
were in 2007 (35) and 2001 (46).

PATRIOTS IMPROVE TO 26-4 AGAINST 1 ST TIME
VISITORS TO GILLETTE STADIUM

The Atlanta Falcons made their first appearance at Gillette
Stadium last Sunday. With the Patriots’ 26-10 win, New England
improved to 26-4 against teams in their first game a t the facility,
which opened in 2002. The Patriots have won 22 of their last 23
games against first-time visitors to Gillette. Following the Atlanta
game, the only NFL team the Patriots have not faced at Gillette
Stadium in a regular-season or playoff game is the Carolina
Panthers, who will make their debut at Gillette on Dec. 13, 2009.
Including today'’s victory, the Patriots are 53-12 ( .815) at Gillette
Stadium since the venue opened in 2002 (including regular-
season and playoff games).

SACK-FREE

The Patriots did not allow a sack in 42 pass attempts against
Atlanta, marking their second consecutive game with no sacks
allowed. Including the sack-free performance against Atlanta,
the Patriots have not allowed a sack in their last 134 pass
attempts, recording the longest current streak in t he NFL.
Through three games this season, the Patriots have allowed just
one sack on 142 pass attempts.

WINNING STREAK CONTINUES

The Patriots’ winning streak against NFC opponentsincreased to
16 with their 26-10 win over Atlanta. The Patriots, who have
gone 4-0 against the NFC in each of the last three years (2006-
2008) last lost to an NFC team in Week 2 of the 2005 season,
when the Patriots dropped a 27-17 decision at Carolina
(9/18/05).

PATRIOTS WIN GAME NUMBER 400

The Patriots recorded the franchise's 400th all-time victory,
including postseason games with the 26-10 win over Atlanta.
The 400 victories rank third among the eight origin al AFL teams,
behind Denver and Oakland. The eight original AFL tams,
including the Patriots, began play in 1960. The Patriots recorded
their milestone 400th victory in their 50th season and in their
777th overall game. Since Robert Kraft purchased the team in
1994, the Patriots have 175 victories, more than any other NFL
team during that span.
